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Selection of Advisor for the Master Program
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The students could choose one of the faculty as your preferred advisor for the Master
Program in the admission application, and the department will evaluate and consider
your choice. If the students do not have anyone as their preference, the department
will assign one of the faculty as your advisor for the Master Program.
For any reason, the change of advisor for the Master Program shall be subject to the
written consent of the original advisor and the new advisor, or after approval by the
departmental meeting. The obtained research results under the guidance of the original
advisor can be published only after receiving the approval of both advisors.
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Under special circumstances, the advisor may terminate the guidance thesis work after
obtaining the approval of the departmental meeting. At that time the advisor does not

have the obligation to offer the stipend anymore.
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Course credits shall be in accordance with the following regulations. Course credits that do
not follow the regulations will not be counted as graduation credits.
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1. "Seminar" is required every semester enrolled (four at most), and one credit per
semester.
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2. Students in Master's program are also required to take two credits from the general
education elective course.
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3. Students can take elective courses in each semester only after the tutoring and
consent of the advisor. The course selection application must be signed by the advisor
and submitted to the department to keep for future reference.
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4. According to the student's background and research topics, the advisor may require
students to take the basic courses from the undergraduate program. These credits are not
counted as graduation credits, and students are not allowed to apply for a degree
examination before passing these courses.
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5. Although a course is already provided by the department, under special cases,
students could register for courses in other departments/universities after providing
the necessary certificates and receiving approval from the student’s advisor, the
lecturer who provides the course in the department and the departmental meeting. The
above application procedure should be completed before the deadline of course
selection.
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Regulation on degree thesis
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1. Students must submit a research proposal (at least 5 pages) before the start of the
semester one year before their scheduled graduation. The proposal will be reviewed
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for possible approval.
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2. Students must submit chapters 1 to 3 (at least 30 pages) of their degree thesis before
the start of the semester half a year before their scheduled graduation. The proposal
will be reviewed for possible approval.
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3. The contents of the degree thesis must be checked for originality using plagiarism
software. The plagiarism report needs to be provided as a reference to the thesis oral
examination committee.
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The validation of research scope of degree thesis
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1. The research topics, motivations and objectives, literature review, research
structures, and methods of the degree thesis shall meet the research scopes of the
department, including domains related to the environment, energy, and sustainability.
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2. The department will review the research scope of the degree thesis. Students who
have any objection to the results of the evaluation can submit an application to the
college of engineering for re-review.
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These rules apply to international graduate students enrolled in this department from the
110th academic year. Matters not mentioned herein shall be governed by relevant
regulations of Chung Yuan Christian University or other related regulations.
